WHAT AN AMAZING END TO A 
GREAT YEAR! A s ABAP ended 
their 2010 campaign with a 3 -
medal swing  in the 16 th  Asian 
Games . Victorio Saluda r won the 
bronze medal in the 49  kg. light 

flyweight division, while the 
favored Annie Albania  won the 
silver medal in the 51 kg. light 
flyweight division,  and the 

countryôs third gold medal in the 
16 th  Asian Games, Rey Saludar. 
The 23 year old Saludar bested 

Chinese boxer Yong Chang with a 
nerve -wracking 13 -11 win in the 
Menôs 52 kg. gold medal bout at 
the Foshan Gymnasium.  
 
The hometown boy ruled round 1 

but our very own Saludar battled 
back with a flurry of punches in 
the 2nd Round, scoring 9 points 
against the Chineseôs 3. 
Saludar played it safe in round 3 
but Chang was able to outscore 
him, 3 -6. Fortunately, it was not 

enough.  
 

ABAP President Ricky Vargas 
stated that ABAPôs quest for gold  
will not end here . ñItôs a young 

team and first timers in the Asian 
Games. We are proud of our 
boxers and all our Filipino 
coaches. Our sight is in our long 
term goal and our battle cry is 
SUNTOK GINTO PARA SA 

OLYMPICSò. Pres. Vargas said. 
ñWe will celebrate when we 
return then we start preparing 
again for the Olympi c qualifiers in 
2011.ò 
 

Aside from bringing honor to the 
country, Saludar will also receive 
an incentive from the Philippine 
Sports Commission  and  ABAP 
Chairman Manuel V. Pangilinan 
which will amount to 4 million 
pesos .

Rey Saludar is 23 years o ld and  a native of 

Polomolok, South Cotabato.  When asked in 

an interview what he did after coming home 

from China, the young boxer went to 

Harrison Plaza to buy some biscuits. Thatôs 

how simple the gold medalist is.  

 

Saludar comes from a very big family.  He is 

the seventh of 14 children, 4 of which are 

boxers. Rey and brother Vic torio  were 

discovered by ABAP thru the grassroots 

program of Mr. Tonyboy Floirendo in Panabo 

City, Davao del Norte. They were housed, 

fed, and educated by Mr. Floirendo while 

turn ing them into world class athletes.  Both 

brothers shined in the National Open which 

led them to the Philippine team. This is proof 

that the grassroots program of ABAP is 

indeed a success.  

 

ABAP Chairman Manny V. Pangilinan 

awarded Rey 3 million pesos asid e from the 

1 million he will be getting from the PSC.  

ñThis is really a big help for us and for our  

family,ò said Saludar. ñMaybe 

we can start  a small business.ò 

 

Chairman MVP witnessed 

Reyôs championship bout. ñI 

was so proud to sing the 

National Anthem when Saludar 

won.ò said the sports patron 

who has been bank rolling 

ABAPôs quest.  

 

Saludar says hopes to win the 

gold in the 2011 London 

Olympics and that he wonôt 

stop training hard.  Rey has 

given the Filipinoôs new hope 
and a new hero is born.

The 

powerhouse boxing stable of 

Mr. Tonyboy Floirendo f rom 

Panabo City, Davao del Norte 

won its 6 th  straight overall 

championship as they won 6 

gold, 1 silver, and 5 bronze 

medals.
